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In 1975 MD 21 Arizona issued their first Kachina Pin. It
was the start of a series of pins that is ongoing today.
In the early years these pins were reproduced several
times by both the state and a PDG from Arizona who is
now deceased. This resulted in numerous variations.
The individual responsible for these reproductions
was asked to quit reproducing these pins. When he
refused to do so he was dropped from the rolls of the
LITPC. There are more variations in the Kachina pins
than in any other MD pins.
