
QUEBEC  is Canada’s largest province in area with a population of almost 8 million residents.  In 
2006, the House of Commons of Canada passed a symbolic motion recognizing “Quebecois” as 
a nation within a United Canada.  The official language of Quebec is French and the capital is 
Quebec City.  In 1922, Montreal Central became the first Lions Club chartered in the province. 
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
